THREE-FOLD ACTION IN DEFENSE OF BURMA AND HER PEOPLE

Dear Friends,


In the autumn of 2005 I traveled extensively throughout Burma.  The lush country itself is still pristine without the hustle and bustle of twenty-fist century commerce.  The land and country radiate a romantic majesty of what could very well be a paradise or a Garden of Eden.  Temples, pagodas and monasteries of the simplest to the most ornate architecture adorn the land.  In central Burma along the Ayeyarwady River there is an area of twenty-six square miles known as Bagan.  Between 1044 and 1077 AD Bagan became a powerful nation-state, ruled by kings who were united with the commoners in building more than 3000 magnificent religious monuments as symbols of their deep religious beliefs honoring the Buddha and his teachings.


Buddhist monks in saffron robes are seen everywhere throughout the country.  In the city of Rangoon public bus drivers use their window visors as altars strung with prayer beads and pictures of the Buddha.  The people are sweet, gentle, loving and kind.  They offer their respect and prayers to the Buddha by visiting temples and shrines as a common daily practice. 


Traveling throughout the country, while in awe of the charming beauty, one keenly senses the overt ruling oppression that permeates this country, the land and its people.  Once southeast Asia’s wealthiest country and highest exporter of rice, Burma is now one of the poorest countries in Asia and is the world’s second largest producer of illicit opium.  The country is ruled by the most brutal and corrupt government in the world.


In a dictation dated September 28, 2007 referring to Burma, a nation dedicated to the Secret Rays through the Buddhic pathway, Maitreya said he was called by Lord Gautama “to assemble numberless numbers of Buddhas and bodhisattvas for the protection of freedom upon the nation of Burma.”  Maitreya came to all Heartfriends to anchor his presence with each one so we in turn could “walk as Buddhas and bodhisattvas on behalf of the precious and courageous souls who have marched for their freedom.”  Maitreya continued, “For you see there is a direct heart tie between many of you and many of these as your brothers and sisters. They have stood for freedom, will you stand for and kneel for freedom, I ask?”


In defense of Burmese freedom activists comprising the monks and civilians of Burma, on behalf of the Buddhas and bodhisattvas of heaven and on behalf of El Morya who has asked us to take a 3-fold action in defense of the people of Burma, I have prepared information regarding the facts and history of the country which includes the ruling regime and current conditions in Burma.  Also included in the files are two Word documents.  One Word document contains active internet links to news sites for Burma.  The second Word document titled ‘Petition:  Burma Freedom Campaign’ contains a sample petition that can be edited and sent to congressional representatives or local newspapers.


The .pdf file titled ‘Burma, History & Facts’ is an 18 page packet outlining the conditions and circumstances in Burma that need to be addressed and prayed for.  It was compiled in January 2005 and some of the statistics are not accurate for today.  For example, the number of known monk prisoners depicted in the outline is 76, however we know that during the last week of September, 2007 at least 4000 Burmese monks were imprisoned.

Having received a three-fold action directive from El Morya on October 1, 2007 David said that “every Heartfriend is encouraged to take the following action:”
	1. BLUE

	We must continue the vigil for Burma.

	Our voices must be heard.

	We need to listen to Maitreya’s dictation from September 28, 2007.


	2. YELLOW

	We need to be educated about Burma, its history and all aspects of the current politics and situation.


	3. PINK

	This is the action of the heart.  We need to contact our representatives and stand in support of all humanitarian endeavors and actions regarding the people of Burma.



Supporters of freedom and democracy are rallying around the world in defense of the people and monks of Burma.  Yesterday, October 2, 2007 the House of Representatives unanimously voted 413-2 in favor of a congressional resolution condemning the violent suppression of Buddhist monks and other peaceful demonstrators in Burma.  Our government is denouncing the violence and human rights violations in Burma and is calling for the immediate release of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi who was democratically elected in 1990 as the democratic leader of Burma.  We must continue to support the endeavor of freedom in Burma, stay apprised as to what is taking place and educate others as to what is happening in this country, also known as Myanmar.


I hope that the attached files will give you a better understanding of what has been taking place in Burma and why the monks and civilians of Burma need our love and support in any way possible in establishing freedom and democracy as a realty in a land where the people honor and revere the Way of the Buddha.
